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3. Introduction

This document describes the procedure to pack and unpack an Advanced Lightband (ALB) into
and out of a shipping container, respectively. This procedure shall be followed and filled out each

time the ALB is packed or unpacked.

The typical shipping container used is a custom hard case with foam insert (PSC PN: 2004010).
ALBs shall only be shipped in these containers unless otherwise approved by PSC. Doing
otherwise without PSC's approval will void the ALB warranty. The intent of this procedure is to
demonstrate how to properly pack and unpack the ALB to prevent damage during shipping and

handling.

4. Packing the ALB

The operator shall be familiar with PSC document 2003336 ALB User Manual prior to executing

this procedure.
